Plaintiff alleges: 

I.

The defendants are probably all residents of Maricopa County, Arizona. Defendants Scott Xxxx and Coray Neilson are probably employees of the Osco Drug Store on Central Avenue and McDowell in Phoenix.
II.

That the plaintiff is a person living in Maricopa County

III.

The plaintiff went to the Osco Drug Store located at 1525 N Central Avenue on the corner of Central Avenue and McDowell Road in Phoenix on Wednesday August 18 at about 4:15 p.m. and picked up a can of generic coke and a 25 cent brownie and took them to the cash register where defendant Scott Xxxxx rung his sale up. The plaintiff then removed a 3.75-ounce can of Sav-On Petroleum Jelly from his right pants pocket and searched for change to pay for the purchase. IV.

Defendant Scott Xxxxx instead of taking the customers money, giving him his change and thanking him for his purchase demanded that the plaintiff show him the can of petroleum jelly in his pocket and prove that he didn’t steal it. The plaintiff refused as he always does when police officers request to search him with out having a search warrant. Defendant Scott Xxxxx demanded several more times that the plaintiff remove the petroleum jelly from his pants pocket and prove it was not stolen. The plaintiff refused each time. Defendant Scott Xxxxx then told the plaintiff that if he did not empty his pocket and show him the petroleum jelly and prove it was not stolen he would call the manager who is defendant Coray Neilson. The plaintiff refused.

Defendant Scott Xxxxx called the manager who is defendant Coray Neilson who was a few feet away and told him that the plaintiff was refusing his request to prove that he didn’t steal a can of petroleum jelly in his pocket.

Defendant Coray Neilson told the plaintiff several times that the plaintiff had to show him the petroleum jelly in the plaintiff’s pocket so the defendant could prove that it was not stolen. The plaintiff refused each time. The store manager defendant Coray Neilson continue to tell the plaintiff a number of reasons why he “HAD” to empty his pockets and show the defendants the petroleum jelly in his pocket. Defendant Coray Neilson said something like "Why would you have a bottle of vasoline in your pocket if you didn't steal it". Defendant Coray Neilson said something like “if the stuff you have is a brand we don’t sell it won’t be a big deal and we won’t arrest you and we will forget about the whole thing”.  Defendant Coray Neilson gave several other reasons why the plaintiff “HAD TO SHOW HIM” the stuff his pants pocket. The plaintiff continued to refuse to show the defendants what was in his pockets despite the demands of defendant Coray Neilson.

Finally the Osco manager defendant Coray Neilon told the plaintiff that the plaintiff had to show the defendants what was in the plaintiff’s pants or the plaintiff would be arrested. 

With that statement the plaintiff assumed that the Osco store manager defendant Coray Neilson was placing the plaintiff under false arrest and the plaintiff submitted to the false arrest. 

The plaintiff pulled the bottle of petroleum jelly out of his pants pocket, pulled the cap off of it and showed the defendants Scott and Coray that it was 80 percent EMPTY. The plaintiff’s act seemed to show both defendants that he had not stolen anything and that he had been falsely accused of a stealing the petroleum jelly. Defendants Scott Xxxxx and Coray Neilson both seemed have looks on their faces that said “DUH! We F*CKED UP!” and seemed to be confused to why the plaintiff would refuse to be searched if he had nothing to hide.
